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Letter from the Director 

Dear Friends of the Family Justice Center, 

As we reflect on the 5
th
 Anniversary of the Nampa Family Justice Center, we feel fortunate that survivors 

of family violence turn to us in their time of crisis.  In 2010, there were 2161 intakes to the NFJC.  This is a 

28 percent increase in new intakes compared to 2009.  We hosted the highest number of child intakes 

this year with an over 74 percent increase since 2009.  Finally, the total number of services provided to 

clients exceeded 3000.  The numbers indicate an important and humbling message that even with our 

continued positive growth, there is still much work to be done in our community to stop family violence.     

While these statistics are sobering evidence of the work we are doing, it is imperative to be familiar with 

the unique story of every single client who is in contact with the NFJC.  Each client has a distinct personal 

history, specific needs, and strives to reach their own individual hopes and dreams.  As an integral part of 

the Centerôs responsibility, the staff strives to provide the numerous services that clients call for in a way 

which respects all individual circumstances.  This is no easy task, but it is demonstrated at the Family 

Justice Center many times each day.   

Our intern and volunteer programs shined in 2010 by increasing the number of interns through our 

partnership with Northwest Nazarene University, as well as continued support from Boise State University 

and from individual citizens.  With the significant increase in client numbers and no corresponding 

increase in paid staffing, our trained interns and volunteers have the opportunity to gain hands-on 

experience providing direct services to our clients.  The 724 hours of service logged by NFJC volunteers 

equates to over $13,000.00 of valued personnel costs needed to help run the Family Justice Center.  We 

feel privileged to have such a committed and passionate group so giving of their time and abilities! 

The NFJC was awarded a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) to renovate 2500 square feet of 

a separate portion of our existing building in order to expand our Childrenôs Center.  The NFJC Childrenôs 

Center will offer even more services to children with abuse historyðsuch as counseling, forensic 

interviews and exams, teen groups, healthy relationship classes, and an after-school learning lab, among 

other activities planned for 2011. 

Additionally, the NFJC recognizes the need for forward thinking in our efforts to reach out to as many 

people in our community as possible.  Therefore, we are actively utilizing a multitude of technologies and 

social media to help reach even more victims, donors, and the community. 

As you read through this report, please take time to reflect on the individual, yet common story of a 

domestic violence Survivor turned Thriver, and how she attributes much of her success to the incredible 

assistance she received through the Nampa Family Justice Center.  It is truly a story of triumph and 

indicates the on-going importance of the Family Justice Center concept.   

We are deeply grateful to the FJC staff, partners, volunteers, and donors for their continued commitment 

and dedication to our clients.  Thank you for another successful year.

Her story started in 2003.  After the ñnormalò part of the relationship was over, the physical and 

emotional abuse began. 

She spent the next several years blaming herself for his actions and watching her own self-

esteem tumble.   

He used cruelty to their pets to threaten her life.  Then, they had a baby together.  

By all outward appearances, her abuser acted like a nice guy who provided for his family. 

After several years, she left him when his abuse endangered her one week old baby.  She called 

the police and was connected to resources through the Nampa Family Justice Center.  Through 

collaborative efforts, Valley Crisis Center, an off-site NFJC partnering agency, and Idaho Legal 

Aid Services, a co-located partnering agency, she was able to find safe shelter and was able to   

     gain custody of her daughter. 

     For the first time in years, she is living an independent 

     life with the help of the Valley Crisis Centerôs transitional 

     housing program, building confidence for herself and her 

     daughter, and working toward a college degree in 

     Accounting.   

     Continuing to work with counselors and NFJC advocacy 

     services, she has been able to move from victim to 

     Survivor, and now THRIVER. 

ñThe final straw for me to decide to leave him was when he got angry . . . endangering 

my week old baby.  I called the police that night and got connected with resources and 

finally with the help of counselors and domestic violence advocates I figured out that I 

was not alone and I could make something of myself. . . ò ï FJC Client  

ñ. . .
